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MARSHAL 1 manages crews who’ve raced at the 
upstream rafts D & E.  Ensures they de-boat quickly, 
and that they don’t even THINK of leaving blades on 
the raft whilst they put their boat away: blades should 
be placed between the rafts, in the long grass behind 
raft E, or up the hard in front of the Waterside Centre.  
Ensures boats and blades don’t block the public 
towpath.  Works with Marshal 2 to make full use of 
both upstream rafts. 

MARSHAL 2, armed with a hailer, controls the cross-
over on the water of crews who’ve raced with those 
who are boating.  Ensures boats heading for the start 
move upstream before turning into the navigation 
lane.  Sorts crews from the finish into two queues for 
the upstream rafts D & E.  Switches raft C to incoming 
or outgoing traffic according to need.  Assists with 
boat checks if necessary.  Solves world hunger and 
climate change in spare time. 

CONTROL COMMISSION conduct boat checks and guide 
boating crews onto downstream rafts A, B or C.  Encourages 
crews to make best use of the rafts – e.g. two doubles can easily 
fit on each raft, and even two quads / fours with overlap.  Invites 
parents and coaches (especially from the colonies) to consider 
the significant benefits of getting out of the way once their crew is 
boated, or whilst waiting for them to de-boat.
